You can also search for content that matches the song you want to play from all the
content (including preset content) in the connected instrument.

NOTICE: About Conflict with the Yamaha Expansion Manager App

The data installed on the instrument from EXPANSION EXPLORER and from Yamaha
Expansion Manager cannot coexist. Only data installed later from one of the apps will be
valid.
